Tntrnoduction

HIS book contains a descriptive list of many parts in general use in

the Merrow Class A Overseaming Machines, together with illus-
trations. This list includes parts with the prefix A and those with prefix No. 6
which are commonly used on Class A Machines. All moving parts subject
to friction and wear have been carefully designed and accurately formed
to give them maximum utility, durability, and interchangeability, for con-
tinuous and perfect operation at high speed.

Over a period of years, numerous parts for Class A Machines have been
designed for special uses and since their application is limited, these parts
are not listed herein. It is anticipated that new parts will be developed in
the future as style and fashion change. Your individual problems will
receive our prompt attention.

The Class A Machines include machines for overseaming and trimming
simultaneously, forming the usual two-thread overseam or finish, the three-
thread overseam or finish, or the three-thread tight needle thread seam.

These machines are largely used on a great variety of knitted and
woven fabrics from the lightest to the heaviest, either for sewing two or
more pieces of fabric together or for finishing the edges of a single piece
of fabric, all in a most perfect manner.

We make other classes of machines including Class M Overseaming,
Overedging, and Hemming Machines, Butted Seaming, Plain Crochet
Machines, Blanket Hemming Machines, and Shell Stitch Crochet Machines
which have been long and favorably known and used by manufacturers
throughout the world.

Code words do not appear in this descriptive list of parts. Air mail
service has been extended over the world reducing the time for the trans-
mission of orders to the factory and information in addition to the code
word is frequently desired to insure shipment of the desired part.
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HOW TO ORDER

We keep a record of each part model contained in the various machines
as they leave our factory, and can supply duplicates if given the NAME
of the part with STYLE and SERIAL number of Machine.

If difficulty is experienced in selecting which of the many parts is the
one needed, give the NAME of the part indicated in Descriptive List with
the STYLE and SERIAL number of Machine for which such part is desired,
and we expect to be able to make proper selection.

When ordering Needle Plates, specify the width of finish desired,
whether long or short finger, and size of Needle used. The part number
of all Needle Plates is stamped on the underside of the plate.

When ordering Loopers, state whether upper or lower, and whether
for two or three-thread stitch. Give the STYLE and SERIAL number of
Machine. The part number is stamped on the shank near the butt end of
all loopers.

When ordering parts of feeding mechanism for machines having
DIFFERENTIAL FEED, it should be specified whether parts are for the
FRONT or REAR FEED.

Letters or numbers are stamped on most of the parts and when ordering
duplicates, give the NAME of part and the LETTERS or NUMBERS stamp-
ed thereon. The stamping on a particular part is insufficient information
without giving the NAME of the part.

On Pages 5 to 8 inclusive will be found an alphabetically arranged
list of the NAMES of Parts, with Key to Model Numbers and the plate
on which such parts are illustrated.

PICTORIAL INDEX

Machine and Frame Cap Assembly on which the many parts are labeled.
This will assist in the proper identification where the name of the part
is not known. Further illustrations are found throughout the book in the
vicinity of the listing of the part in the Numerical Index.
